The Environment Index is the UK’s leading 
self-assessed corporate environmental 
benchmark and is a module of the 
broader CR Index. It gives companies a 
framework to compare environmental 
performance with peers, and can be used 
as an internal management tool and a 
communication tool.

Companies can choose to appear 
publicly in the Index or to ‘shadow’ it. 
All companies complete a questionnaire 
which measures their performance 
across the environmental agenda, and 
those that choose to appear publicly 
are listed in this publication.
